     1.   Songbook is extremely important in the house of worship.  (Psa. 104:33-34;  Heb. 2:12 – Psa. 30:12) 

2. Pocket book / check book represents (in part) our offering to God.  (2 Cor. 9:6-7)  
3. The Holy Bible, Psa. 119:18   

          4.   Your Guest Book. 
    B.  In ancient cities, officials kept all the citizens’ names listed on a scroll. 
          1.  If they died, their name was removed. 
          2.  If a person became a criminal, their name was blotted out!     Citizens. 
    C.  Rev. 21:23-27, you will discover that there is a book God keeps in heaven that essentially lists all of its \\  
Discuss. 
I.  THE  BOOK  OF  LIFE. 

A. Notice Ex. 32:32 and you well observe Moses at possibly the highpoint of his service to God. 
1. Moses made intercession for Israel,  Forgive or blot me out. 
2. In a similar way, Paul declared his concern for Israel’s salvation, Rom. 10:1, 3, & he made intercession 
3.   Psa. 69:28 finds David in a different train of thought, asking justice upon his enemies! 

B. Jesus gave instru. to the 70 on the limited commission & told them to rejoice, not over miraculous gifts, but   
      that their names were written in heaven, Lk. 10:20 

1. Christ told John to write the church at Sardis (Rev. 3:5) which was dead, but they could be resurrected  
       & prevent having their name blotted out from the Book of Life  if they would purify their lives! 
2. Rev. 20:11, John saw a book as he was allowed to look into the future!!! 

a. The book  Whose Who Among Am. H. S. Students  honors students who have gained high         
      academic standing & recognition for their outstanding work. 
b. Outstanding Young Men of America  recognizes accomplishments of young men from 25 to 40. 

           c.   Of all the Special List on which your name might appear, there are none even close in importance to   
      the Lamb’s book of life.  
 

II. HOW  DO  WE  GET  OUR  NAME  LISTED? 
    A.  Consider the title we assign to one of renowned among Whose Who in Bible:  Rich Young Ruler 

1. Mt. 19:16fff (young), Mk. 10:17fff(rich), Lk. 18:18fff (ruler)  
2.           determines where our name is written 

    B.  Remember the ability of God’s word to Heb. 4:12 to discern the thoughts & intents of the heart.  
        1.  Read Rom. 10:8-10 & you will discover that confession with the mouth of the convictions of the heart   
        2.  Repentence (i.e., that change of     that results in a change of life) & baptism for the remission of sins was    
             demanded of those interested in being saved from the guilt of their sins in Ac. 2:37f. 
        3.  Remember,  Jesus said….Mt. 7:21, so we have to keep on doing the will of the Heavenly Father. 
 
III.  COULD  OUR  NAME  EVER  BE  BLOTTED  OUT?               (Remember…return & name remains.) 
    A.  Look again in Rev. 3(2-5) & we will be headed in the right direction for the answer to this question.  \\ 
       1.  Some in Galatia attempted to be justified from their sins by the Mosaical law = fallen f/ grace, Gal. 5:4 

2. Ac. 8:13, 19, 22  Simon the Sorcerer was dangerously close to having his name erased f/ Bk. Of Life. 
3. Peter  warns in 2 Pet. 2:19-21 about the possibility of escaping sins control & then being brought back 

under its control – his assessment, it would have been better…not to have known -- way of righteousness.  
4. You will find agreement among the inspired writer again in Heb. 6:1-2, 4, 6. 

B. It becomes abundantly clear that it one’s name will be blotted out  of the Book of Life if & when a person  
 becomes unfaithful to the Lord.
