NEW IRS REGULATIONS 
Regarding 

CASH CONTRIBUTIONS 
TO THE CHURCH 

In order to comply with the new IRS 
regulations beginning with your 
contributions made in 2007, the church 
will need to provide receipts for each 
cash contribution no matter the amount.  
If you itemize and claim a tax-deduction 
for the gift, the church will provide a 
receipt for your cash contributions, 
regardless of the size. 
 Those making cash contributions 
will need to make them in envelopes 
which we will provide.  You may place the 
envelope in the collection basket. 
You will need to indicate on the outside of 
the envelope: 

1) Your names as the contributor 
2) Date of the contribution 
3) Amount 

We will mail the receipts as necessary for 
the contribution.  The envelopes will be 
available on the table in the front foyer 
and at the back door. 
 If you do not take an itemized tax 
deduction for your contribution, you need 
not use the envelope nor furnish this 
information. 
 You may want to consider making 
your gifts by check.  These regulations 
apply only to cash contributions, if you 
claim the donation as a tax deduction.  If 
you do want a tax deduction, we must 
have the information as requested when 
you make your gifts so we can comply 
with the IRS regulations. 
 If you have questions, please see 
one of the Elders. 
Please Note:  This applies to CASH 
contributions.

Now before I move on, I must say that the 
church is a product of the mind of God 
(Ephesians 3:10).  As such, the plan for it 
is perfect and without flaw.  However, the 
church is composed of human beings – 
and wherever there are humans, there will 
be imperfection and mistakes.  Just as it 
is possible to enjoy parts of a city like 
Paris without becoming totally 
disillusioned, it is possible to be a 
Christian who does not reject the church 
for its imperfections.  With all the flaws 
present in human beings, the church has 
the potential to worship God in truth (John 
4:24).  And even with imperfections, it has 
the potential of bringing glory to God by its 
very existence. 
 We must remember that “we” are 
the church, and as long as we continue to 
be molded into the image of Christ, the 
church will be in the process of being 
molded into the image of Christ.  Our 
expectations must be seasoned with the 
picture of what God wants us to be 
(Philippians 2:15), and tempered with the 
reality that human beings are not mistake-
free.  Let us also ponder this thought:  
“Christians are not perfect, just forgiven.”
