Another troublesome characteristic is the “second generation syndrome:” Some
Hispanic ministers are at a loss as to how to minister to the growing group of Hispanics
who either speak no Spanish, tend to drop out of school, have poor self-esteem, or feel
uncertain about their identity. Finally, conflict among different generations of Hispanics,
including different immigrant waves and national groups, is a growing concern.

So far, | would like to say that our members and those who are visiting the
church every Sunday are energized and motivated to participate in the church activities
in Bible studies and participation in local and congregational activities. Some have
been motivating others in the community like friends and co-workers, especially trying
to make the difference between what we believe at the Church of Christ (What the
Bible says), comparing the traditional doctrines we have known.
