To make the Lord’s Supper more meaningful, 
we have sometimes dimmed the lights.  We 
think prayer can be more heartfelt if we just 
raise our hands or that singing can be a 
deeper experience if we clap our hands!  The 
thing that needs changed is the heart.  When 
my parents law silently in a coffin, I did not 
need the lights dimmed or some other 
superficial effect to help me remember their 
love for me.  When I eat the bread and drink 
the cup, I don’t need any special music or 
dimmed lights to help me remember that 
Jesus loves me.  When my heart is longing to 
be right with God, my songs, prayers and 
communion will then be a truly spiritual 
worship.” 
 

“Pray for elders everywhere to be men who 
love God, who know and love the Bible.  
Then pray that they will have the courage to 
insist that in the congregation where they 
have oversight all will honor and obey the 
Bible.  Pray that they will have the raw 
courage to establish parameters and set 
policies for the tone of a worship assembly 
and insist that these be followed.  Pray that 
elders will lead the church instead of being 
led by the church.  I have great faith in the 
future of the church.  I know congregations 
that are growing weary of senseless changes 
that have robbed us of spiritual depth.  Some 
have decided to come back to the middle of 
the road.  I realize the phrase “middle of the 
road” is repulsive to some, but the last time I 
checked, it was still in the road.  Give us 
churches that believe the Bible is actually 
God speaking His mind to us, where the 
Book is preached and the infallible Word, 
where worship is conducted in a dignified 
way, and where Jesus Christ is glorified as 
King of kings.”
