You will find that there are many people
around the world who have your name, and they are using it in any number of ways. | found all sorts
of James Hayes’ when | searched my name. There is a James Hayes in London who is the associate
beverage director for the Thomas Keller Restaurant Group. A professor at Florida State University is
teaching English to his students under the title Doctor James Hayes. James P. Hayes was killed in
action on July 17, 1953, just ten days before the end of the Korean War. Unfortunately, all James
Hayes’ are not so noble. The authorities in Multhomah County, Oregon are looking for James Hayes
because he has done many bad things. They warned the citizens not to try to apprehend him. So, there
are sophisticated James Hayes’, educated James Hayes’, dead James Hayes’, and dangerous James
Hayes’. We are a complicated bunch.
